No Child Without Program Summary

Your school is currently participating in the No Child Without (NCW) program. No Child Without offers free MedicAlert membership to students’ age 4-14th birthday. 

A parent with a child who has allergies, asthma, epilepsy, autism, diabetes, a visual or hearing impairment, Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD), takes medications or has a hearing device or implant should consider a MedicAlert identification for their child.

When an individual wears the MedicAlert identification , paramedics and doctors have instant knowledge of the individual’s medical condition and with one phone call to the 24 Hour Emergency Hot-Line they gain immediate access to the individual’s entire emergency record. When seconds count MedicAlert is their voice in an emergency. 

Steps to Follow

· Always ensure your school has NCW brochures in the office. If you have only 1-2 brochures contact Clifford Leigh-Mossley at MedicAlert to obtain a package of 25 brochures. clmossley@medicalert.ca or 1-866-679-3217 Ext: 1128

· The NCW brochures are only to be distributed to students attending your school. Each brochure has their own barcode and pin number designated to your school so they cannot be photocopied.

· Only distribute the brochure to those students who indicate a health issue

· September new admits get a brochure only if they indicate a health issue and only when they are physically attending the school.

· In late August an e-mail is sent to the school contact. The content of the e-mail can be cut and pasted into the September newsletter reminding the school community that the school is part of the NCW program.

· Communicate information about the NCW program to your new admits (grade level and kindergarten) by including the attached letter in the School/Kindergarten Welcome Package.
